The Houston Cougars Head Coach, Mr. Kelvin Sampson, has generously provided 100 tickets for USVI 

student-athletes to attend the college game. Mr. Sampson, who coached Mr. Donald Bough at the 

University of Michigan State, has a special connection with the USVI. Mr. Bough, presently a teacher 

at the John H. Woodson Jr. High School and Head Coach of the Central Female Varsity Basketball 

Team, also serves as Assistant Coach for the Central Male Varsity Basketball Team. 
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The four participating schools include Charlotte Amalie High School (CAHS) and Ivanna Eudora Kean 

High School (IEKHS) from St. Thomas, and Educational Complex High (SCEC) School and Central 

High School (CHS) from St. Croix. 

 

Competing in Division A of the Tournament are CAHS, Deland High School, CHS, and BCAT School. 

Teams in the B Division include SCEC, Lake Howell High School, IEKHS, and Seabreeze School. The
